GIRLS, GIRLS, GIRLS,

THERE are 21 countries in which fewer than half the pupils
in school are girls. The average ratio of girl-to-boy school
enrolment in the 5-14 age group reaches one-to-one only in
America (both North and South).

There is one country in which only one girl out of 100 goes
to school: and nine other countries where fewer than one out
of 10 girls of primary school age are in school.

In some areas of developing countries the drop-out rate for
school-girls is as high as 80 per cent — because parents do not
consider education important for girls and because the girls
are needed at home to help mothers with housework and baby
care.

The majority of girls aged 10-14 are illiterate in ten
countries. In a few countries, as many as nine out of ten
teenage girls are illiterate.

Some 27 countries have ratified the United Nations
covenant establishing the minimum marriage age for girls as

15 years. However, there are still 11 countries where it is legal

for a girl to marry at 12.

More than 2,000,000 teenage girls are already mothers with

adult responsibilities.

Threat to Guide Movement

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COULD the flag which has been
flying bravely for years over the Girl
Guide Movement be slowly slipping
down the mast? 1 overheard the
District Commissioner for Maiden-
head East Guide District bemoaning
the fact that Cookham Brownies
will soon be without leaders if some-
one does not hurry up and volunteer
for the job.

Was there honestly no one who
would take it on, I asked Mrs Doris
Rickard? It seemed not — despite
pleas to present Brownie parents,
notices in the parish magazine,
wheedling and persuading telephone
calls.

Typical calls from prospective
Brownie Mums went along the
lines . . . ‘But you can’t close the
Pack, my daughter is seven, she’s on
the waiting list to join, and I want
her to join.’

Rarely was there a reaction that
went: ‘Oh dear — can | help in any
way?’

There was obyiously no shortage
of girls waiting to join the Move-
ment — just no one to lead them.

Mrs Rickard and I got talking
about Guiding today, and a lot of
serious questions came to the sur-
some with disturbing implica-
ns for society in general.

Yet Guiding does not seem (o be
the only organisation having prob-
lems. I am told the drop-out rate of
boys from Scouts up to the age of 13
is amazingly high. Although prob-
lems with leadership seem less.

There always seem to be leaders
and Dads willing to pitch in and
organise things for the boys.

My  conversation with Mrs
Rickard raised a lot of unanswered
questions — one being whether it
was possible that the different
expectations society had of men and

women could account for this
difference between Scouts and
Guides.

Is it that men are quite capable of
disappearing for whole weekends,
or longer, at a time, to take boys
camping, caving, canoeing, hiking,
climbing, without a murmur from
their wives who are expected to hold
the reins at home?

How many men, if they were
husbands of Guide leaders, would
happily stay behind and man the
fort for home and children, if their
wives wanted to take their girls away
on similar expeditions?

So it seems Guide leaders are still
expected, in many cases, to hold
down a job, look after home and
family, and still find time for Guide
activities.

This is a vicious circle — this
lack of time available to women.
Guides see Scouts taking part in
more adventurous programmes, and
start asking why they cannot do
these activities as well.

‘They could — except that some-
body has got to find the time to
organise the activities,

What about the difference be-
tween attitudes in Scout and Guide
parer}ts_? Scouts’ Dads seem to pitch
in willingly, and often the Mums
follow suit. Do Guides' Dads con-
sider that it’s girls’ stuff, and no
business of theirs? Guides’ Mums
seem to suffer under the same
handicaps as the Guide leaders
themselves. They would like (o help
— Where do they get the time?

Another little point is the
car ownership, If a

of camping gear in the car, and
drive off to deliver his son some-
where — he does it. A Guide's
mother wanting to do the same
(presuming that in most families the
car is essentially ‘Dad’s’) has to face
the prospect of depriving her hus-
band of the use of the car.

Then there is the question of
loyalty — that of children to the
organisation, and of parents to their
children’s activities. Time was when
parents would support their children
at different activities, but now it
seems they will be content to deliver
their children to the necessary
venue, leave them there, and come
back later to collect them. But join
i Ut e

There are, of course, shining
exceptions to these points which
came up. Some parents still go out
of their way to get involved — but
not as many as there once were.

Talking around other organisa-
tions, 1 have noticed a repetition of
the pattern Mrs Rickard discussed
with me. There seems to be general-
ly a growing apathy towards com-
munity development. People seem
reluctant to give up time towards
group activities — either to benefit
someone or something in particular,
or even just for pure pleasure.

Those who do go out of their way
to get involved, and give up time,
are apparently regarded as freaks.
‘Why do you do it — why bother?’
they are asked.

The future appears hanging like a
huge question mark over many
organisations and clubs — not just
Guides and Scouts, although this
was what sparked off the thoughts.
How much longer will it be before
there is so much apathy and so little
community spirit left that all the life
is squeezed out.

And what will take its place . . . ?

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Physical fithess for the Commissioner

Wi- ARING my Guide Uniform |
have been mistaken for an air
hostess, received a proposal of
marriage, and just to deflate my ego
— been taken for a taxi driver — in
one week
This may seem a strange way o
begin an article in a section on
‘Physical Fitness' — bul poise and
a smart appearance are surely part
of keeping fit at every age. This
is an aspect of the fitness side of
Guiding in which the Commissioner
can certainly point the way to her
Guiders.
- Our uniform is smart, but like all
== others it needs help from us. To set
a good standard for others we must
start with ourselves. Remember we
are a youth movement and perhaps
we ought to try to look just a little
‘with it'. Shoes — we have all seen
Guides tottering along at Church
Parades etc. Surely we are not
looking for the impossible —
fashionable, comfortable shoes
that look good with uniform, and
always clean. Our feet are often the

fit

IT 15 easy to fall into the trap of thinking
that '‘Keeping Fit' is merely a matter of
physical activity — something for which
Brownies have a natural proclivity!
If we look in the Brownie Guiders’
Handbook we can find the additional
heading 'Development of Physical
Fitness’, and the four points which we
should remember when helping our
Brownies with their physical growth and
the general care of their bodies and
appearance. It is very helpful to read
pages 45-48 in the Brownie Guiders’
Handbook — one can see how important
it is to adopt a positive attitude towards
physical fitness. One way to achieve this
is by the simple teaching of what were
once known as the 'Health Rules', but
were in fact just a common-sense list of
) ways towards a healthy life. How easy it
is under the pressure of ‘Hard-sell’
patent medicines to produce hypochon-
driacs, even amongst Brownie age
children. On the other hand the children
can always chant the various TV adver-
tising Jingles for toothpastes and it
ccould be worth linking these to the Tooth
Rhyme from the Brownies' Handbook.
This could encourage good dental
hygiene amongst your Brownies so that
they may truly have a 'ring of con-
fidence’.

part of us the children see the most!
Suits clean, skirts with pleats
crisply pressed each time (pin them
flat when you are driving). Blouses,
especially older ones, benefit from
a little starch, or they end the
meeting looking as tired as we feel
Make-up carefully done, a lipstick
that blends, and not the first that
comes to hand because "it's only
Guides''. Hair clean and arranged to
look good under your freshly
brushed hat, worn on the head and
not falling off the back — it is
shaped to fit that way. Try a little
glue for your hat badges, it can look
neater than stitching. Check that
your badges are well polished, take
a final look in the mirror and then
walk out with pride.

Guiders need encouragement to
see that activity rig is important —
sometimes critically so. The wrong
kind of anorak can be dangerous if
the girls are learning to rock-climb.
There is great strength in uniformity
of activity dress, too — not just
because it looks good to the public

As always with Brownies. the
strongest possible influence upon our
Packs is our own personal example.
Look at page 47 in our Handbook and see
how to face up to what is printed there!

Much of the teaching of health and

hygiene is done in the Brownies'
schools. Our responsibllity, as always in
Guiding. i1s to apply it ta the girls' every-
day lives. Without doubt we remember
positively what we have enjoyed
experiencing and girls of Brownie age
learn a lot through play. Encourage the
Brownies to find their feet, Now that so
many of them travel everywhere by car or
bus, help your Brownles to keep fit by
discovering that walking can be fun
Walk with a purpose — to collect flowers
and leaves or to find out the different
makes of cars parked by the roadside or
in car parks. Walk to find the footprints
of other walkers — great fun in the snow
or in soft muddy lanes. | know of one
pack which managed a sponsored walk
of eight miles — having begun by
walking to look for ‘conkers’.

Your Brownies might like to play 'Fun
of the Fair'. Before play, each Six
divides into two groups, one with the
Sixer and one with the Second. Each
group has a 'stall’, as it were, and in turn,
each group suggests a Challenge requir

but because a smart, workmanlike
punch of girls tends 1o achieve
greater heights. Most girls have
blue jeans nowadays — try ;ll your
local sales to make collections of
blue tops for the Units, or a
selection of Wellingtons. Better
still, get the parents’ and
supporters’ committees @o
recognise the need for activity rig
and enlist their help in getting it.

Formal uniform is expensive and
the LAs support can be vital in
running fund-raising events to buy
your Guiders' uniforms — these can
remain LA property if the Guider
leaves. This is better than a grant,
you can't give half a skirt back.

We are known as Guiders in our
areas so we must try to look fit and
smart whenever we go outl, even
when doing all that a busy wife and
mother does. To others we repre-
sent the Movement all the time, in
or out of uniform,

God has given us bodies
designed for activity and we ought
to be encouraging our Guides to
have a good attitude to physical
fitness, one that will stay with them
all their lives.

The Patrol ‘keeping fit' has many
possibilities. A Patrol could try
making up its own game, inventing
rules and then challenging another
Patrol to play them. There are pop
mobility  records  with  clear
instructions of exercises a Patrol
could follow. The girls might try

exercises, and then they could try
to improve the length or number of
times they do the exercises over a
period of several weeks. Away from
its meeting place, a Patrol could
walk to a place of interest, go ice
skating or hiking, visit the
swimming pool or sports centre,
take an outdoor Interest Badge.

If a Patrol feels that its members
are getting enough physical activity
at school, then different aspects of
fitness could be examined. For
example eating and health, or a
sleep survey of the Unit. They could
find out about the work of hospitals,
the World Health Organisation, the
Sports Council

We need to help the girls by our
own example and attitude. There
may be some Guides who will need
particular encouragement with this
part of their Eight Point progress. It
is interesting to note that the
activities recommended by the
Sports Council for keeping fit —
jogging, swimming, cycling, and
walking — are ail non-competitive.
Physical fitness is for everyone, not
just for the physically gifted. Will
your Unit be responding to the
challenge of the Sports Council to
‘Come Alive' during 19797?

Physical fitness is a prerequisite
to full enjoyment of all that life has
to offer; it cannot be achieved by
means of a few perfunctory
physical jerks once a week. For
Rangers it is an important part of
the Programme and one that is
often overlooked. Outdoor activities
are far more enjoyable if everyone is
fully prepared both physically and
mentally. Deportment, poise, good
grooming, diet as well as exercise
all help towards Physical Fitness.

Every Ranger, indeed every Unit,
is different, and the Programme is
aimed at satisfying a wide diversity
of needs. The Pre-Investiture
Challenge suggestions offer a
wealth of ideas, that the girls can try
either as individuals, or together
enjoying a new experience such as
a sauna bath. There are other ideas,
like ‘try a sport not learnt at school'

— Helen, one of our Rangers, tried
Squash, found it enjoyable, then

Jjoined a local Squash Club and now
plays for its team — thus fulfilling

part of the Ranger Challenge. The

Individual, at all three levels in the

Physical Fitness is an on-going
part of the Programme — it may be
a discussion between the Rangers
on Personal Hygiene over a cup of
coffee or a trip from Camp to a
Leisure Centre on the pretence of a
swim, but really for a hot shower!

The Guider's role in assessing
this aspect of the Programme needs
care — a knowledge of her Rangers,
their capabilities, their persever-
ance, their interests. Each Ranger
needs encouragement especially
the one who sits very quietly doing
little, scared in case she's asked to
do something and makes a fool of
herself.

Enjoyment, team spirit, skills,
laughter sum up the Rangers’ views
of this part of the Programme but
through the Ranger Executive and
the Guider they begin to realise that
each part — the Eight Points, The
Promise, The Laws, the Challenges
and the Interest Certificates make
up the Ranger Programme and each
part is dependent on support from
the others.

The
TV programmes World in  Action,
Reports Action, and Nationwide have all
been instrumental in the initial task of
finding would-be parents. The nexi siep.
of course, 1s always the crucial one of
ensuring that no child 1s mismatched
with an unsuitable set of ‘parents’

Granada TV's Reports Action is con-
tinuing to make appeals from time to
time for good homes for children,
orphaned or otherwise, who would
benefit from their adoption by loving and
garing adults, and anpouncing the

results of such appeals.

Holding a Red Lord Diploma,
she built up the standard of
Northamptonshire's Guiding
from 18 early days, and six
County Commissioners  had
reason to remember her with
gratitude for her wise advice and
untiring, skilled support

Mrs J W Haughton, CBE. MA,
Chief Commissioner for Ulster
from 1945.1851, who died in hos-
pital on 8th November, will be
remembered not only for her fine
service to Guiding over many
years but aiso her devoted work
for social services. She was the
first President of the Northermn
Ireland Council of Social Service
and its Secretary for 18 years. As
Chairman of the Child Welfare
Council she was the only woman
Chairman of a statutory body in
the Province.

From 1856-60 Mrs Haughton
was also a member of the
Northern Ireland BBC Advisory
Committee and Chairman of the
Appeals Advisory Committee and
in 1960 she was appointed a mem-
ber of the Rural Industries
Development Committee. Chair-
man of the Board of Management
of the Samaritan Hospital,
Belfast, from 1935-1945, Mrs
Haughton continued to serve on
the management committee until
1951,

It was Mrs J C White, the
American who helped to intro-
duce Guiding to Ulster, who first
‘caught’ Miss Mafe Henderson (as
Mrs Haughton then was) for
Guiding, insisting that there
should be someone young and
lively on the Ulster Girl Guide
Committee (afterwards Council).
Today, opposite Mrs White's
former estate on Belfast Lough
where the first camp for Ulster
‘Guides was held, stands Lorne
‘whose fine traditions as a
Training Centre Mrs Haughton
helped to build,

After her marriage in 1921 to Mr
J W Haughton of Cullybackey, a
Scout Commissioner for 20 years,

Committee. The last to want any
recognition she was awarded the
Beaver in 1957 for ‘outstanding
service to the Movement'.

From August 1959 to October
1967 Diana York was Guider-in-
Charge of Waddow and during
these years she did even more for
Guiding.

Diana will be remembered for
the friendly welcome, interest and
encouragemen! she gave to all,
perhaps especially to the new,
diffident Guider visiting Waddow
for the first time or the nervous,
new Trainer taking her first
session.

Diana York lived up to the
Waddow motto of 'Faith, Courage
and Joy' and shared these
qualities and her sincerity and
Integrity with all whom she met.

Ashanti gold weights — a new long-running
exhibition at the Museum of Mankind, Burlington
Gardens. Admission free. Weekdays 10 - 5,
Sundays 2.30- 6.

The Gold of El Dorado

Anyone who has seen a newspaper or
watched television over the last two
months must have heard about the exhi-
bition now running at the Royal
Academy, explaining the myth of the
Kingdom of Gold. Nearly 600 gold
exhibits, plus ceramics and other
archaeological material, are displayed to
illustrate the culture of the Colombian
Indians and the legends surrounding the
sacred lagoon Guatavita. The phrase El
Dorado means simply gilded man, and
stems from the initiation ceremony
which took place on Lake Guatavita on
the appointment of each new ruler. The
heir was covered with a sticky substance
on which was placed gold dust so that
he was a completely ‘gilded man’, and
was then rowed to the middie of the lake.
where he made his offering to the sacred
lagoon by throwing great quantities of
gold overboard. Attempts to dredge Lake
Guatavita over the ages and collect its
treasure have met with various disasters,
and the story of these attempts and the
Spanish Conquistadores and tomb
robbers is shown in this exhibition,
which is open until 12th March, price
